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The key document to find information on alternative therapy products is the protocol, where information is easy
readable. However, only grapefruit and St John’s Wort are mentioned in main cases. In view of their rising uses,
additional trainings should be offered to the pharmacist and a particular mention should be indicated on the
prescription form, as a routine document, circulating between patient, doctor and pharmacist.
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
