The treatment protocol was Infliximab 5 mg/kg infused as indicated in the Summary of 

Product Characteristics. 

The average dose and duration was 393,38 mg (300-585,22) and 4,074 years (1-6)

Observational, retrospective study, from 2008 to 2014, in patients with psoriasis treated with 

infliximab in a tertiary hospital.  

Data were obtained from the electronic medical history supported by Selene® Clinical Station. 

Data collected were demographics, average treatment dose and duration, previous treatments, 

dose escalation and Psoriasis Area and Severity Index (PASI). 
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
