Solvadi® and Harvoni® drugs account for more than 70% of total spending in 

this a year. It is confirmed that the highest percentage of expenditure still goes 

to genotype 1, although new treatments for HCV are indicated for most

genotypes.

Data were collected prospectively from January 2015 to October 2015. The data 

collected were: number of patients, age, gender, total expenditure (TE), average 

expenditure per patient (AEPP) and percentage of expenditure per drug. The 

sources used were the software for prescription and dispensation SAVAC® and 

Excel database.
