Conclusion and relevance _
Vasoreactlwty testing was not consistently carried out in IPH/HPH/ADPH eahp
patients; a subset of patients could benefit from high dose CCB. For those LTI S G
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patients with a positive result, CCB were adequately prescribed.

Hospital pharmacists could play a role in reviewing new prescriptions of
PH-specific therapy in order to identify patients not tested for
vasoreactivity.
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
