BACKGROUND
AND AIM

Oral liquid dosage forms of various
antimicrobials represent the mainstay of therapy
for paediatric infections, especially in infants and
young children. However, shortages of such
preparations have dramatically increased over
the past year, challenging adequate therapy,
especially in the community setting.
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Medicines shortages, especially involving antibiotics, pose
a global public health dilemma that can lead to adverse
health outcomes. Regular monitoring of availability status
can help mitigate this issue; however, cross-national
strategies are urgently needed to guarantee a constant
supply in the future.
