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BRODALUMAB'S EFFECTIVENESS ON MODERATE TO SEVERE PLAQUE PSORIASIS IN

Background and importance

Brodalumab was the last anti-interleukin 17 (IL-17) arriving to patients for 
the treatment of moderate-to-severe plaque psoriasis.

Aim and Objectives

To evaluate brodalumab effectiveness in real clinical practice.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

Multicentric, retrospective and observational study performed to 
evaluate brodalumab in patients with moderate – severe plaque psoriasis 

Time: June 2021- June 2022. 
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RESULTS 

Patients N=41, finally 39 patients were included.

Average age: 52.4 years. 66.7% men

Conclusion and Relevance

Our findings show that brodalumab is more effective in real practice and can be 

considered as a potent antipsoriatic agent in clinical practise.
