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OBJETIVE: To describe one case of bullous phemphigoid (BP) associated to
vildagliptin and revision of the literature of BP associated with gliptins.

METHODS: We made a bibliografic review inthe Pubmed database using
The keywords “Bullous pemphigoid™ and "Dipeptidyl peptidase |V inhibitors”.
We also tracked one patient with BP associated with vildagliptin.

RESULTS:

51 vears old male with DM-II, being treated with vildagliptin 50 mg and metformin
850 mg twice a day. After two months of therapy he developed erythemateous
plagues and pruritous blisters. Biopsy confirmed BP diagnosis. Vildagliptine
therapy was cancelled but metformin therapy continued and insulin was
introduced temporarily. Clobetasol propionate 0,05 % foam was prescribed three
times a day in downward trend to cure lesions. Optimum results were obtained

with a full recovery.
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DISCUSSION/CONCLUSIONS: Our case and literature review show connection
between DPP |V inhibitors and development of BP. This connection can be useful
to stop possible adverse reactions, together with considering other therapies
and giving the right information to the patient.
