The rupture of emtricitabine-tenofovir-efavirenz coformulation could lead to significant cost savings

28 patients were included (mean age  47 years, 93% men).  

 Retrospective observational longitudinal study.  
 All patients treated with coformulated emtricitabine-tenofovir-efavirenz were proposed to change their 

antiretroviral regimen to two pills emtricitabine-tenofovir plus generic efavirenz.  
 Each patient was followed up to assess the clinical response, safety and adherence.  
 Adherence was calculated as the medication possession ratio. Wilcoxon Signed-Ranks Test was used
