   Regarding the results the INR before injection of PCC is not always taken into account probably because it is not always 

available when physician decides to prescribe it. 

   There are some improvements to consider in delay of INR results and sensibilization of physicians about taking the INR 

before injection into account to calculate the right dose such as writing a protocole to standardize the dosage regimen 

regarding the product of PCC (Kanokad® or Octaplex®), the indication and the INR before injection.

Had an International Normalized Ratio (INR) at 1,32 

before the injection whereas the target for such an 

injection is an INR under 1,5  

 

The dosage regimen was not correct in 4 other cases. In 

2 of them the standard dose of 1ml per kilogram was 

given without taking the INR before the injection into 

account. 
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
