CONCLUSIONS

Treatment with Tocilizumab in patients with COVID-19 is more effective in patients

admitted to the non-ICU vs. ICU. In addition, survival is higher in younger patients aged

71.5 years. The mean cost of treatment with Tocilizumab was €534.07/year
