Interdisciplinary collaboration is necessary to support continuous medical education and promote appropriate

drug use. A training program between an infectiologist and a hospital pharmacist was implemented. Although

hospital pharmacists are actively involved in antibiotic-related committees, their participation in medical

education on antibiotic therapy has not yet been reported in the scientific literature.
