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CONCLUSIONS-DISCUSSION
* This initiative, conducted by a chemist, a physician specialized in infectious diseases and a quality expert, has led to the

development of training for prescribers combining traditional and digital tools.

 Valorization in a "Continuing Professional Development Programme" is a real argument which attracts more
participants and allows sustainability of this project.

 Futhermore, the warning issued by the European Medicines Agency of potentially permanent side effects of quinolone
and fluoroquinolone antibiotics is an argument to pursue this training programme, in order to restrict the prescriptions.
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
