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CONCLUSION AND RELEVANCE

This is the first experience in our hospital regarding the global monitoring of safety
notes released by the AEMPS. Despite the presence of risk factors, tofacitinib was not
withdrawn nor justified in a high percentage of patients. This finding underlines the
relevance of systematic patients follow-up and the need to develop protocols agreed
by the pharmacists and involved physicians.
