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BACKGROUND AND IMPORTANCE:
Polypharmacy in elderly people is a growing concern, impacting patient safety and healthcare costs. Pharmacists play
a key role in reviewing medication regimens for these patients, enabling the optimization of pharmacotherapy,

reducing adverse effects, and promoting adherence.
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AIM AND OBIJECTIVES
To assess the clinical, economic and organisational impacts of pharmacist interventions in elderly patients with
excessive polypharmacy (=10 medications) at discharge.

SN MATERIAL AND METHODS
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
