CONCLUSION 

1) The appropriateness of the use of restricted antibiotics as approved by the DTC, although 
acceptable, could be  improve. 

2) The participation of pharmacists in choosing the most appropriate treatment strategy and 
drug for the patient, could improve the use of restricted use antibiotics. 

3) An antibiotic control program between the Pharmacy and Infectious Desease departments 
coul improve patient care quality.
