2. Member and regional engagement 
a. April 2021 regional engagement meetings 
The CEO highlighted the work accomplished during the April regional engagement meetings, expressed gratitude for the members efforts and support, and emphasised that we are now mapping global, regional, and national goals. The CEO stated that we would track our progress toward 2030 using the development goals and priorities of our members.

Ms Farah Aqqad presented the engagement and the attendance statistics for the April regional engagement meeting.
[bookmark: _Hlk78484431]Action: In order to align with our future steps, we are requesting that the remaining member organisations submit their top priority development goals or priority projects that align to goals.

b. Reflections/Actions/ Next steps
The CEO highlighted the next steps in addressing our three global priorities (Astana priorities), which include noncommunicable diseases, prevention, and safety. The CEO mentioned that we will examine how that works regionally, as well as the differences and similarities between members in one or more regions, and how we might support members in describing the journey to 2023.

The CEO presented the regional mapping and members priority areas aligned to the FIP development goals, noting that there are several overarching goals, such as DG 10 (Equity & Equality) and DG 17 (Antimicrobial stewardship).

c. Feedback from our needs assessments - Multinational Education and Training Needs Assessment project (METNA)
Mr Christopher John, Lead for Data and Intelligence presented an overview of the data collection process as well as some significant findings from the analysis.

3. Feedback from members
a. Presenting back priorities and needs across the region and alignment with the FIP business plan
Dr Catherine Duggan, CEO, and Ms Farah Aqqad, Regional Engagement and Project Coordinator, presented how we intend to present and visualise the data we have collected from the members.

b. Feedback from our needs assessments - Overview of results from the prioritisation survey

4. Plans for pandemic preparedness- WHO initiative and FIP wide approach by end of year
The CEO provided an update on some new initiatives to demonstrate the importance of pharmacy in future pandemic preparedness. By the end of 2021, the WHO will have gathered evidence and data and will be developing a plan for pandemic preparedness and COVID learning. In a digital publication, FIP will collect examples of the journey, activities, priorities, and learnings. COVID has been declared a pandemic since January 30th; we will map and follow important outputs from different nations and stages. 

We will present a visualisation to Council in September and will urge our members to support us in this; we will gather key examples and priorities between October and December and then submit it to the WHO. As well as showcase this on our Sustainability Rx microsite for all Members to access. 

5. ONE FIP plans to 2023
The CEO addressed how the development goals give a narrative and how we must implement them globally, regionally, and nationally. The CEO demonstrated how we are compiling on DGs throughout FIP and the regions, as well as how they connect to the global FIP priorities. The CEO mentioned that we will prepare an externally facing visionary document outlining our development goals' plans and priorities for the decade ahead to 2030.

6. FIP reports underway for 2021
The CEO announced two reports that are being developed for the years 2021 and 2022 which will be available digitally. 

1- Global FIP development goals report and 2- Membership engagement report

7- Summary of all regionally focused digital events
The CEO encouraged members to participate in regionally focused events and provided a list of digital activities with a regional focus, developed in collaboration with regional forums.

The CEO provided an overview of the Transforming Vaccination programme and invited members to participate, share their experiences, and attend the regional roundtable titled (Sustainable and equitable access to vaccines: Establishing priorities and setting policies in the European region) on October 14, 2021.

d- UNITWIN / UNESCO update- linked to EDUCATION Ms Ozge Ozer, FIP Educational Partnership Coordinator provided an overview of the FIP-UNESCO UNITWIN Programme, the FIP UNITWIN pathfinder toolkit, the new FIP UNITWIN regional centres.

e- Biowaivers project update- linked to SAFETY and SCIENCE The CEO briefly presented the WHO and FIP Collaboration on biowaivers.

9. Any other business- Inputs from our officers

Dr Arijana Mestrovic provided an overview about the FIP Academic Section Strategic Implementation Plan and the projects in progress. We will seek to provide initiatives from other sections and hubs to share with our members, since each of them has been aligned with the FIP development goals. A finding from all regional engagement events is that we will:
· Set up meetings with FIP sections, Sigs, hubs and boards and the regions, so that all work and priorities can be shared
· We will seek MORE engagement from the MOs in these regional engagement meetings and ensure this is the priority for the meetings in Q4
· We will consider setting up meetings for the shared priorities ACROSS regions so we see some sharing and showcasing.
