The Hospital Pharmacy Group of the Pharmaceutical Society of Iceland is very interested in and committed to active participation in forming a European common framework in hospital pharmacy training, and is prepared to act as an active  HP CTC consultative partner (non EU country).

A letter concerning this work will be sent to the relevant health authorities (Ministry of  Welfare and Directorate of Health) and to the relevant national educators (Landspitali University Hospital and the University of Iceland - Faculty of Pharmacy) in Iceland. 

In response to Annex 4  Iceland has no formal form of specialisation, and it is not mandatory. 
Under Name/Title /Description we would like to state that "training is provided post qualification as a M.Sc. pharmacist,  but there is no formal accreditation."

Dear Richard,


as the president of the Section of Hospital Pharmacists, Slovak Chamber of Pharmacists, I would like to express our interest to be a very active member of EAHP working party for CTP for specialisation in hospital pharmacy, even in the position of a leading country. At present we have a specialisation in pharmacy, which is approved by the Ministry  of Health od Slovak Republic. It is one common specialisation for community and hospital pharmacists. In the near future we plan in Slovakia to split it in to two specialisation - for community and hospital pharmacists. In Slovakia I am directly responsible for this process (delegated by the Ministry  of Health od Slovak Republic). Therefore I see the process can progress in Slovakia very quickly. Also there is also another aspect - Slovakia will be in charge of the EU Presidency July 2016 - December 2016. When EAHP starts its activities early, we can probably influence also the goals of the Slovak Republic in the period of Slovak presidency. (e.g. proclamation to support our EAHP hospital pharmacy specialisation).
