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1. Welcome 
Cees Neef welcomed all to the meeting and announced the apologies from André Rieutord and Torsten Hoppe-Tichy who were unable to attend.
Cees Neef asked the SC if there were any points to be added to the agenda. Jennie De Greef informed the SC members of the resignation of Annalisa Gardella and of the promotion of Taviana Caminiti as the new Events Coordinator of the EAHP. Then, she also announced the hiring of two new staff members. The new Events Assistant, Martina De Gregorio, who will start on October 1st, while Patricia Thonus, the bookkeeper and administrative assistant will start on October 15th.
The SC committee warmly thanked Annalisa Gardella for her involvement in the EAHP projects and expressed their appreciation of her dedication to the events.
2. New SC and SAG members
Cees Neef informed that the Board accepted as a new member of the SC meeting the application of Pascal Bonabry from Switzerland, which was proposed by Helena Jenzer to fill her position as she will leave the committee after the Paris congress. Cees then announced the name of the new SAG member, Kornelia Chrapkova, who comes from Czech Republic and who will be involved in the abstracts review as well. 
3. Review and approval of minutes from the May SC/SAG meeting.
All reviewed and approved the minutes from Paris meeting, May 2012. In response to the action items regarding the implementation of: 

· (3a.) webinars so that facilitators and speakers can better prepare the scientific content of their seminar via video conferences,  the EAHP staff suggested to use Skype instead, which is more known and easier to install.

ACTION:  EAHP staff will provide SC members with the web site to download and install Skype.
· (3b.) Twitter feeds for a few sessions at the Paris congress, JDG informed that after discussing it with Covr, the EAHP is not going to do this for questions of ineffectiveness for congresses as ours, and because of many expensive technical needs for an efficient use of the Twitter tool in events.  In addition, someone would need to be appointed to monitor the feeds in order to block negative or irrelevant comments.
· (3c.) EJHP reviewers’ workshop at the EAHP congress in 2014, JDG informed all that a “Peer review workshop” will be held at the next Paris congress. The EJHP Editor in Chief, Phil Wiffen, will conduct this workshop, which is not an accredited session. Anyone who wishes to attend it is welcomed.
In regards to the submission of papers to the EJHP journal, AS mentioned that BMJ should inform the authors of their requirements level of journal papers. 
ACTION: EAHP staff will ask Christiane Notarmarco from BMJ to advise the policy for the acceptance of papers to the EJHP journal.
ACTION: EAHP staff will contact Phil Wiffen to send the abstract of the Peer review workshop.
(3d.) SC members have not yet asked their member countries for sending workshop proposals.

ACTION: EAHP Staff will send an email to SC members for asking their national organisation for workshop suggestions.
(3e.) JDG informed all that the OC decided not to raise the speakers’ fees but that the EAHP can be flexible in case some speakers are asking for a high honorarium fee. JDG updated on the fact that a guideline for the Synergy program has still to be made but that already a lot of communication has been done to inform the pharmaceutical industries of this project and to sell satellites for the Paris congress.
ACTION: EAHP staff will ask Vagn Handlos if he is preparing a paper describing the agreement for the review process and the filtering steps for the November meeting. 
4.  Update on Paris congress

All speakers and keynote titles of the Paris congress were confirmed. GH asked if all agree to add a third speaker, Julie, which was requested by Jean-Hughes Dalle to present the SO5 “Medicines across the interface- who is responsible?” with him and John Morrison.

5.   Confirm facilitators and review room allocations
As for the Milan congress, it was decided again that the stakeholder will also be the facilitator of the seminar, and that the facilitator will remain the same person for both sessions of each seminar. The facilitators were confirmed. JDG informed that a box lunch will be provided to all attendees of the seminar “Highlights of French Hospital Pharmacy” as the session will take place during lunch time.
ACTION: TC will send the SC members the updated Paris program including the facilitators’ name.
ACTION: EAHP staff will send an email to David Gerrett to ask him to facilitate the Seminar Conceptual 2: “Inter-professional learning: a win-win situation” at the Paris congress. 

JDG explained on the screen the use of all floors and rooms of the Paris congress venue, Palais des Congrès. She also reported that MERK and THALYST will exhibit next year for the first time at an EAHP congress.
6.    Review of TG & LOs 
All TG & LOs were reviewed and accepted by the SC members. It was decided not to insert references for seminar abstracts.

ACTION: TC will do a spell check of the TG & LOs.
7.   Update on the Synergy programme
CN informed all that Arnold Vulto accepted to be the support person for the Synergy seminar “Biosimilars, do not look into the mirror”, which was bought by Amgen. A follow-up of this seminar will be done through e-learning on the BMJ website. The SC committee decided that three speakers will share the presentation of this Biosimilars’ seminar during the 1h30 time-slot. Concerning its scientific content, several proposals were done: a presentation on manufacturing to explain the differences and similarities between biosimilars, a presentation on the history of biosimilars, a presentation on the regulatory aspects of biosimilars by somebody from EMA (European Medicines Agency), a presentation from a nephrologist doctor who will explain the reality on the ground, his level of satisfaction and share his thoughts of progress. It was also discussed to incorporate the opinion of one of the patients' associations.
To create the content of the Synergy seminar “Biosimilars, do not look into the mirror”, a subcommittee composed of Nicolas Janus and Arnold Vulto was created. The aim of this seminar is to provide information on biosimilars without taking position so that the audience can build its own opinion on the efficiency of this drug category.
ACTION: EAHP staff will send contact details of Arnold Vulto to Nicolas so that they can determinate the scientific content and find the speakers.
ACTION: CN will contact Hans Övelgönne from the biotechnology field to propose him to be one of the three speakers
JDG also informed of the fact that all 3 Synergy satellites will take place on Wednesday March 13th from 11.30 - 13.00, so these will not compete with the seminars of the Paris congress. As the last two Synergy seminars have not been yet sold and that a final answer is still awaited from Bayer and Hospira, the SC members expressed concern about the short time they get to find speakers and create the scientific programme of these seminars.  It was decided to only propose two Synergy satellites at the Paris congress.
ACTION: JDG will inform Bayer, Pfizer and Hospira of the deadline of October 1st to decide if they buy a Synergy satellite or not. 
8.   Update on the Academy programme: structure and business case
After discussing the new academy programme in the SC meeting in May, CN explained that he sent his notes to Richard Price, EAHP Policy & Advocacy Officer, who wrote a very good position paper on the concept including an outline and timeline of the next stages. Richard and Jennie are still building the business plan and further setting out the proposals. The SC committee needs to create the key elements of the new programme to get recognition.  Richard Price incorporated the discussion in the Board meeting held on 15-16 September in Athens. The EAHP Board decided not to launch this project immediately but to develop it further over the next 12 to 18 months. The Board will also hold a Vision Summit in 2014 and its planning in the next year will also help to fix the structure of the new academy programme. Additionally, it is intended to secure the help of David Gerrett who is very experienced in education programmes for pharmacists and who already led the steering committee of the EAHP BEAM summits.
Once the new academic programme is finalised and approved by the General Assembly (GA), the SC committee will be able to set up this new programme.
JDG reported that the GA approved the organisation of two seminars for hospital pharmacists in 2013, one to be held in an Eastern EU country at a basic to intermediate level and another to be held in a Western EU country at an intermediate to advanced level.  The reason being that the knowledge/experience of hospital pharmacists varies throughout Europe.  CN expressed his disagreement on the wish of the Board and the GA to organise education programmes based on skill level. According to CN, each seminar should be proposed to every hospital pharmacist and include several presentations of different levels.
ACTION: EAHP staff will send an email to SC members to know who want to contribute to the creation of this new Academy program and be part of the working group.

Since the SC could not agree on a title, it was decided that the EAHP "Pearl” sessions will be postponed and organised for the first time during the Barcelona congress in 2014.
ACTION: SC members need to send new titles to JDG and tell their preferred ones.
11.   Creation of a speaker data base
JDG explained that potential speakers for further congresses and academic seminars could submit their application through the EAHP website by indicating their contact details, areas of specialisation, along with their CV. Plus, it was decided to include in the speaker data base the speakers since the Barcelona congress in 2009.

ACTION: EAHP staff will ask Connexion to create the section for potential speakers on the website.
ACTION:  EAHP staff will upload the names and information from the past congresses from 2009 onwards.
12.   Discussion on theme for Barcelona congress
The SC Committee reviewed the preliminary program of the Barcelona congress and keywords were assigned to each seminar in order to give a better idea of the scientific content to be created. Some stakeholders, support persons and facilitators have already been elected (see table on next page).
