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Fade up. We see a glass jar full of a blue liquid appear with the medical Caduceus symbol on it.  
Medicine. It's come a long way. Back in the middle ages, doctors would cover you in leeches at the first sign of just about any illness. And the less said about mercury injections the better... 
The jar flies out of the screen and we see a man standing covered in leeches. 

Fast forward 500 years and we've got hospitals. Big shiny buildings full of doctors, nurses and hospital pharmacists. Who? Hospital pharmacists, that's who. 

We see an isometric hospital assembling piece by piece on screen. Wards build, doctors and nurses appear, and then a hospital pharmacist. 

Hospitals, as we all know, are places where we go to get better. And they simply couldn't function without highly trained and highly skilled hospital pharmacists. Try and imagine a hospital without medicine...

We see the hospital stop working, the whole thing starts to disassemble piece by piece. 

Every walk of life has a unsung hero. Imagine a theatre without words or a restaurant without food. Hospital pharmacists produce personalised medicines, allowing for treatment specific to each and every patient. 

The hospital disappears and we see a series of pills appear next to a patient, they are matched up to the patient's specific needs. 
They have face-to-face meetings with patients to ensure that they understand all the important aspects of the medication they are taking. 

We see a pharmacist talking to a patient. 
Hospital pharmacists are also involved with cutting edge clinical trials, treatments for rare diseases, emergency medicines, cancer treatments  and many many other areas of health in the hospital setting. 

We see scenes depicting trials, rare diseases (a glowing patient) emergency medicine, oncology etc. 
In short, hospital pharmacists make sure that the hospital has the right medicines, for the right patients at the right time and that these are administered in the right way. 

Medication appears, is matched to the right patient, at the right time and administered in the right way. 
But hospital pharmacy, like everything in the modern world, does not stand still – change is a constant and the profession in Europe is dedicated to ensuring it plays its full part in the continuous improvement of treatment standards for patients, and the achievement of new levels of success in terms of patient outcomes.

We zoom out to a map of Europe and see the EAHP logo, each of the positive outcomes is displayed, each in turn. 
And that's why the European Association of Hospital Pharmacists is calling a summit.
