In the morning, 6 stakeholders will present the consequences of theshortages (for 2 hours).

I proposed that in the morning, 3 of the 6 stakeholders would be:
- a patient representative
- a representative of clinicians
- a representative of pharmacists
Other would be industry & regulators.

Therefore I thought maybe you could present the data we have on someshortages, their impact for the pharmacists. David Haerry (EATG) could do the same for the patients, and maybe Dr Carla Hollak for the clinicians.

This would be a 10 min presentation 4-5 slides, and panel discussion.

We have some important information to share, and you've seen some slides i've drafted.

In the afternoon I could present the main recommendations we make within the remit of the EMA/ European Commission in the current legal frame. (I will arrive in London by 1.00 pm so I can make it in the afternoon).
