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Hi Taviana, 
 
Regarding the various points on the SC Agenda that I was involved in please see below some aspects to consider. 
 
GPIs: As far as I understand it, a call will be opened on the same day as the “normal” abstracts (August 2014) A limited number (30 was proposed by Torsten in the Jan meeting) will be selected at the same time as the other abstracts are reviewed. In my opinion they should be reviewed by members of the scientific committee who are aware of the statements and should have approximately an equal spread between the 6 sections of the statements (eg 5 per section). Following the decision of members of the SC authors will be invited to the GPI session scheduled at the congress in a similar format for the award winners of the “normal” abstracts, this session will be facilitated by a member of the SC. 
 
The criteria used could be as follows:
 
1. Fulfil the same instructions as the “normal” abstract guidelines found here with GPI as a separate category – referring to the statements as examples. 
 
1. Criteria should remain: - 
 
1) have been conducted within the past ten years;
2) add value, offer improvement on common forms of European practice, solve a problem or be an innovative solution to an existing issue;
3) communicate what was done, how it was done, why it was done, and what has been achieved; and,
4) be transferable to other countries and settings.
Forming the abstracts:
Abstracts must be structured and written in five paragraphs: Background, Implementation, Results, Conclusions.
Abstracts are limited to no more than 300 words or 3000 characters (or less if you use graphs or tables) and must be typed in English. The online submission system does not allow you to enter abstracts above this margin.
1. Title: The title of the abstract must be strictly coherent with the data included in the abstract. Do not use abbreviations.
1. Contact data: The name of every author, preceded by initials, and the name of the presenting author should be underlined and entered as instructed via the online submission process. Omit degrees, titles or institutional appointments. Then, insert the institution, city, country where the study took place, as well as the email address of the presenting author.
1. Background: Please include a brief background to the reasons why and when the initiative was introduced. This may include identifying the problem before and how this particular GPI attempted to improve the situation
1. Implementation: Please indicate any obstacles to the introduction of this initiative that had to be overcome expand on how these obstacles were overcome for the successful implementation.
1. Results: Please display the results of the initiative's introduction. These may include audit results, publications, cost saving or improvements in patient safety
1. Conclusion: Please evaluate the success of the GPI, why is should be considered an example of good practice and how it could be transferred into other healthcare settings. 
1.  Acknowledgements: These may be given at the end of the abstract.
 
Following the session all GPIs of sufficient quality, even those chosen for poster only will be added to the GPI inventory to be set up on the EAHP website. 
 
COST Application update:
 
Before the 11th April deadline an application was submitted titled “Product shortages as risk factors for clinical and quality of life outcomes” to the COST (European Cooperation in Science and Technology)  funding program as a trans-domain proposal - Proposal Reference:OC-2014-1-18573. The submission was coordinated by Helena Jenzer and reached the threshold of a minimum of 5 COST countries, 11 (although Belgium may not be counted due the registration only in Belgium).  Members of the SC//EAHP including Gunar Stemer (Austria), Pascal Bonnabry (Switzerland), Roberto Frontini (Germany), Trine Kart (Denmark), Francesca Venturini (Italy), Joan Peppard (Ireland), Inese Sviestina (Latvia) and Cess Neef (The Netherlands) and  David Preece and Richard Price (EAHP Secretariat, Belgium), were listed as secondary proposers.
