Many thanks for your kind invitation.  I was one of the principal authors of the WP4 PHARMINE report you sent, so I do have a professional interest.
Unfortunately, I will not be in Barcelona in time to attend, which I would have loved to.

The WP4 outline, and the associated evidence we looked at, shows that there are a number of common clusters of competence that map across the profession, independently of sector of work (scope of practice) - this is outlined in the bibliography and document list provided in WP4; the intention of this work package was not to replicate work already conducted/validated, but to form consensus between leadership organisations - which was achieved (and which included EAHP, of course).  

The RPS in GB has taken this work, and the CoDEG produced ACLF which was the forerunner, and have validated an “advanced” framework that acts as both a route map for advancement and also a professional recognition tool; perhaps it is the latter function that will assist with your hospital specialisation discussions.  I have attached the Advanced Pharmacy Framework for you for comparison.  Note also that a number of other, non–EU, countries are now developing national strategies based on this principle of advancement (Singapore, Australia, for example).

I am happy for you to table the attachment to aid discussion, but should point out that is is copyright of Royal Pharmaceutical Society Faculty (and prior to that, CoDEG who conducted the initial work, now used by many countries worldwide).  The RPS Faculty is now engaged with nationally-driven professional recognition (aka “credentialing”) based on this framework – for all practitioners who are working in a post-Foundation stage of career development.
