DRAFT MINUTES

1. Welcome and apologies

Cees Neef welcomed all to the meeting and announced that apologies were received from Francesca, Ludo, Kornelia, Beata and Charo who were delayed due to the bad weather conditions in Europe and could not attend the meeting. He also informed all that Tony West also apologised for not being present this year at the congress due to professional obligations. Cees then introduced  Pascal Bonnabry (Head of Pharmacy, Geneva Hospital, Switzerland) as a new member of the SC and also David Preece as the EPSA intern at the EAHP. Finally, Cees asked for any additions to the agenda to which André mentioned the invitations to the Hospitals in Paris. This was added as a point to the agenda. 
2.   Review and approval of minutes & action items (January 2013) 

Minutes were approved unanimously with no remarks. All action items were reviewed by SC members, and the two below actions still need to be performed in the following weeks.
ACTION: The stakeholder of each seminar need to send the abstract and TG & LO’s of it to EAHP Staff before next SC meeting in May.

3. 
Comments on the current Paris Congress

Regarding the Paris programme, Cees said that the SC was very well prepared, but unfortunately the lead speaker for the Synergy Satelite, Huub Schellekens, cancelled his participation before the snow and without a sufficient reason. Other speakers such as Uwe Frank and Chris Hubers may not be able to attend due to snow disruption. Catherine Duggan requested that Stephen Tomlin replace her due to a conflict of agenda, this was accepted by all SC members.
4. 
Discussion of the programme for the 19th Congress Barcelona

a. abstracts and TG&Los  & b. update on speakers
The SC reviewed the entire Barcelona  programme; the below updates were given. 

Keynote 1: As the stakeholder, Cees would like a famous speaker, either a chief executive of a company or similar. André suggested a Canadian speaker who had done her PhD on “lean management” – good speaker.

Keynote 3: Gunar said that an abstract sill needed to be formulated. 
Action: Gunar needs to complete an abstract for Keynote 3 by the May SC meeting
SN 1: Torsten said that he wanted the focus to be on reimbursement systems and speakers could be from  NICE/QUICK from the UK, but he hoped for the German version equivalent. 

SN  4: Antonio said that his focus would be on Innovative drugs, deciding on whether a drug is innovative or not, speakers could be from the EMEA/Portuguese equivalent. 

He also suggested including an economic view, and asked for help identifying a speaker. Torsten thought it was an overlap of the reimbursement session. Antonio wanted it to be conceptual/ general economics. Helena said she might have idea of a potential speaker for this session.
Action: Helena needs to send Antonio details of a potential speaker.
SN 5:  Pascal said that a pharmacist who he works with would be an appopriate speaker.
Action: Pascal to continue to further developing the session, confirming the speakers as soon as possible.
SN 6:  Thomas Langdener (Austria) was confirmed as one speaker. A suggestion for the session was to invite a hospital pharmacist who may identify the role the industry has regarding medication shortages. 

SH 1: Eduardo said that the focus would be Hospital Pharmacy in Primary care and he hoped to invite speakers regarding specialisation, and from the USA too. 

SH 2:  Pascal said that he wanted to use this session to identify the areas of  Pharmacy Practice research in 2020. 

SH 3:  Francesca said that she wanted a focus on  Clinical Trials for this session, and would invite speakers from ethics committees. It was suggested that a compounding unit in Paris may also provide a speaker due to their involvement in clinical trials. 

SH 4: A speaker was suggested from Lille university. 

SR 1: Trine said that she had confirmed speakers for this session. Kees said that a potential backup could be a pharmacist from his own hospital. 

SR 2: Eduardo said he was struggling for speakers due to difficulties with English. Others were suggested and Eduardo requested to be introduced to them if needed. 

Action: Eduardo to continue to try to find speakers and to request assistance if has difficulties to find appropriate speakers.
SR 3: Speakers suggested included Jean Daniel Hecq or Sotiris Antoniou (Barts Hospital, London).
W1: Gunar said that he was trying to confirm a speaker for this session.


W2: André said that the same speakers as the Milan Congress would be invited for this session.
c.  Speaker database from web site for speaker selection
Cees said that SC members are free to choose their own speakers but this data base can also be used if needed. 

5.  2014 Synergy Satellites: review & approval of abstracts

All abstracts of the 2014 Synergy satellites were written by SC members. Cees said that ideas/applications vary in quality but they can all be accepted. Antonio suggested a “hot topic” as “Biosimiliar Mabs – Friend or foe” . Then, Trine said that a new idea could be “Ready to use drugs – patient safety”.  The topics were not confirmed at this stage. 

Gunar asked what will be the deadline be for the industry to “buy” them, with Kees replying the  1st May 2013 but he needed  to confirm with Jennie.

ACTION: Jennie will communicate the deadline for industry to grant a Synergy satellite.
      6. Updates on the Academy Seminar 2013 on pharmaeconomics programme  – HJ 

a. decide final theme title of seminar

Helena Jenzer will coordinate the next Academy Seminar with the topic “Pharmacoeconomics”.  She explained that there would be 4 blocks to coincide with other similar satellites. Areas will cover general introduction, research (reports/studies), clinical decisions and patient factors.

Another area to discuss is the length of stay and the impact. 

Gunar suggested Tony West as a speaker, but Torsten said that any speaker will give an opinion based on their own country. Antonio suggested a Former Secretary of State from France, who is his current boss.

Gunar said that the topic was dense in terms of content and may be too specific for the average pharmacist. He encourged that the level of the topic was appropriate to the audience.

who should attend:  Chief pharmacists, managers
Cees said that  Speakers/Moderators should keep to a  basic level,  allowing everyone to give opinions.

Helena wanted to confirm the purpose with Kees replying that it was basic teaching for the average hospital pharmacist.
c. venue? (Amsterdam, Lisbon, Brussels)

7.  Any other business

a. 12 Poster nominees: abstracts

Cees said that one person cannot attend, and due to travel disruption one other may not be able to attend. The judges (Trine, Guillaume, Anthony, André) of the posters were confirmed.  
b. hospital visits during Paris congress
André mentioned that  7-8 hospital pharmacies across Paris were open for visits at this congress with >100 persons interested in attended.
c. speaker cancellations
- Gunar said that he was unhappy about the potential cancelation of the synergy satellite due to the cancellation of one speaker Hubb Schellekens, it was unprofessional and the EAHP should be stronger to avoid this last minute cancellation that causes many troubles in the organisation of the congress. 

- Nicolas Janus said that it was an honour to be working on the SC this year, with Guillaume adding that it was a great experience.  Cees thanked Nicolas and Guillaume for their contribution to the scientific programme of the Paris congreess, and warmly thanked Nicolas for accepting to moderate the 1st Synergy session.
No other business was raised. Cees thanked everyone , invited all to attend the Sponsor cocktail reception and adjourned the meeting at 19.30.
