1. 
Welcome and apologies

Kees Neef welcomed all to the meeting and gave apologies for Isabel Spriet who was unable to attend. He then suggested to start directly with the first point of the busy agenda.
ACTION: KN will contact Isabel Spriet to know if she still wants to contribute to the EAHP scientific committee as a member.
2.
Review and approval of minutes & action items (January 2014) 

Minutes were approved unanimously with no remarks. KN only asked the SC members who had not succeeded yet to perform their actions to complete them by the May SC meeting. 
ACTION: The missing abstracts and TG & LO’s of the 2015 EAHP congress need to be sent to EAHP Staff before next SC meeting in May. 

3. 
Report review by Jacob Adams with ACPE (1 hour)
JDG introduced Jacob Adams to the SC, as the Accreditation Facilitator, sent by the ACPE to indicate the improvements that EAHP should make in the organisation of its educational activities in order to continue being accredited by ACPE.
Jacob Adams distributed to all SC members handouts on the ACPE standards and reviewed them one by one with the SC over1 hour. Below are the main recommendations that he made to the EAHP:
· Standard 3: The learning objectives of the EAHP educational activities that are decided by the SC members need to be measurable. The use of measurable verbs is very important.  Jacob shared the accepted versus unaccepted verbs which could be used.
· Standard 6: The speakers selected by the SC members need to speak understandable English; they have to be experts in their field of work, and having published a high amount of scientific articles in the literature. The same speakers might also not be repeated each year if possible. The teaching goals and learning objectives need to be submitted to each speaker for review, and any change has to be agreed by the SC.
As per the disclosure of speakers’ conflicts of interest (COI), each speaker needs to state them in writing on the EAHP disclosure form and include them on the second slide of their Power Point presentation to the audience. Jacob Adams explained that the minimum ACPE requirement is for the SC to review the presentations with COI. He also insisted on the SC duty to detect any bias in presentations, to inform the participants at the end of the session if there are, and if so, to correct them with the speakers for the 2nd session. Another suggested alternative is to inform all participants who attended the session of the bias that would have been noticed by the SC facilitator.
JDG then questioned Jacob Adams on the best way to proceed for the SC if one of its members is invited to give a presentation in any kind of event organised by pharmaceutical industry during the EAHP congress. Jacob replied that the SC needs to certainly give its agreement on this, and the committee has the right to deny the authorisation for the SC member to participate in both scientific congress seminar and an industry sponsored event. He added that it was preferable that the SC  do not permit its members to speak during industry satellites at the congress and that a code of conduct should be created to address the issue.
In order to have a high-quality seminar, Jacob Adams emphasises the importance to engage and exchange ideas with the speakers on the structure and content of their presentation. He suggested the SC to put the EAHP staff in copy of their exchanges of emails in order to include them in the next EAHP self-assessment report.

ACTION: Each facilitator should put the EAHP staff in Cc of their exchange of emails with the speakers.

· Standard 7: Engaging more the audience in the speakers’ statements by using voting cards for example or other forms of instant feedback. 
· Standard 8: Providing more educational resources. The SC agreed on the proposal to provide a scientific literature list to all participants attending a seminar.
ACTION: Speakers will be required to provide a last slide with a list of literature references at the end of their presentation.

All SC members applauded Jacob Adams and Kees Neef thanked him on behalf of the EAHP for all his valuable recommendations and explanations that will certainly help EAHP to make improvements in the organisation and quality of its educational activities. Jacob Adams thanked the EAHP for the opportunity being there and left the meeting room.
4.
Discussion on the ACPE report based on the EAHP self-assessment report
             
a. creation of a SC working group

Following the ACPE report based on the EAHP self-assessment report, which was submitted to the SC for reading, KN insisted on the importance of creating a sub-committee who, along with the EAHP staff, will have to analyse the ACPE requirements and recommendations. Helena Jenzer, Gunar Stemer and Eduardo Echarri Arrieta volunteered to be part of this SC working group in charge of submitting proposals in order for EAHP to be more in line with the ACPE guidelines and to continue to be accredited. Jacob Adams confirmed that Eduardo Echarri Arrieta could assume this role even if he would not be longer a SC member member after this meeting and all SC agreed.

2015 Synergy Satellites: review & approval of abstracts
All abstracts of the 2015 Synergy satellites were reviewed and approved by the SC.

Comments on the current Barcelona Congress
Regarding the Barcelona programme, Kees said that the SC was very well prepared and that all speakers should be present. Taviana then informed all the SC members that only Antonella Tonna, one of the speakers of the student programme, could not attend for health reasons but she assured the SC that the two other speakers were perfectly briefed to take care of her part.
Trine Kart then intervened to express her concern concerning the session of the GPIs’ oral presentations. The reason was that some presenters made PPT presentations longer than instructed and that the speaking time per person is only 7 minutes. KN reassured her by saying that he would intervene to interrupt their speech if they overrun the indicated time limit, and this time limit was agreed upon previously.  In addition, the GPIs should be better managed for the Hamburg congress.
ACTION:  EAHP staff will have the online abstract submission module modified to accept the GPIs.
    
 a. List of the speakers' conflicts of interest (addressed in 6.b)
 b. Review of the speakers' presentation received with conflict of interest
All SC reviewed the speakers’ conflicts of interest and their presentations decided that none would affect the integrity of the seminars. As a result, the SC approved unanimously the 2014 speakers’ conflicts of interest.
Antonio then pointed out that, Katy Munns, working at Sanofi, had been selected by the SC as one of the speakers of the seminar entitled “Drug shortages” to give the pharmaceutical industry’s point of view on this issue. The SC was well informed of her conflicts of interest and these were well communicated to all participants on the 2nd slide of her presentation.
7. 
Discussion of the programme for the 20th Congress Hamburg 2015
Theme: "The hospital pharmacist’s agenda - patient safety ​first”
a. abstracts and TG & Los  & b. update on speakers
The SC reviewed the entire Hamburg programme, as well as the abstracts and TG & Los of the seminars. The below updates were given. 

Keynote 2: Richard Day was confirmed as the speaker by Gunar who asked the SC if this keynote could be rescheduled to Friday, 27 March 2015 instead of keynote 3 as per the speaker’s request. All agreed.
ACTION: EAHP Staff needs to change keynote 2 to keynote 3.
SC2: Being well informed of budgetary constraints and their consequences, Antonio asked the SC if he could be one of the speakers of this seminar on “Budgetary constraints and patient care”. All agreed.

SC4: Teresa suggested contacting a potential 3rd speaker, Maria José Otero (Salamanca).
ACTION: Teresa will send the email address of this potential speaker to the EAHP staff.

SM1: André confirmed 3 speakers: Dr. Bertrand GUIGNARD (Hospital Pharmacist, Geneva, Switzerland), Dr.  Pierre-Olivier LANG (Internist, Clinique de Genolier, Switzerland), Dr. Aude DESNOYER (Hospital Pharmacist, Paris, France).

SM2: Francesca will follow-up with the confirmation of Paolo Bruzzi TBC (epidemiologist) and Luc Van Bortel from University of Ghent (Belgium) as speakers.
SM5: As Teresa was not continuing her SC member’s position; Helena volunteered to replace her in the role of stakeholder of this seminar.
SM6: No speakers were found yet by Trine, who asked the SC members to submit proposals of speakers regarding compounding technology. 
SCL4: Kornelia confirmed the speaker, Maria Olatz Ibarra Barrueta from the working group on adherence in Spain. Irene also suggested Kornelia to find any other interesting speaker by searching in the programme of the annual meetings organised by the ESPACOMP’s (European Society for Patient Adherence, Compliance and Persistence).
ACTION: Irene will send more information on ESPACOMP to Kornelia.

WK1: Irene said that she was not confident to ask Alan Greenberg from Israel to be one of the presenters. She explained that she prefer to get speakers from European countries because the CM/ResAP 2011 and European legislation plays an important role in the workshop.

WK4: Gunar informed all that, unfortunately, he could not attend the Hamburg congress in reason of other professional obligations. As a result, the speakers will be Torsten and Lene Juel Kjelsen.
WK6: André confirmed Niccolo Curatolo as a presenter.

c.  proposal of Philip Howard to present a session on European data of the Global Antimicrobial Stewardship in Hospitals Survey 

This point was not discussed during the meeting due to a lack of time and KN suggested to report it in the agenda of the May SC meeting. All agreed.

 8. Updates on the Academy Seminar 2014 on pharmaco-epidemiology - HJ, KN
a.  review of the draft programme
The SC reviewed approved the draft programme of the Academy Seminar 2014 on pharmaco-epidemiology, created by Helena Jenzer who will coordinate this seminar, along with Frank de Vries, a pharmacoepidemiologist from the Utrecht University (The Netherlands) who accepted to lead this academic programme.
b.   decide final theme title of seminar

The SC agreed on the proposed seminar title “Pharmaco-epidemiology – methodology and tools”.
9.
Review of the application of Anna Valladolid as a new SC member following the leaving of Teresa Bermejo Vicedo

KN informed all the SC that Teresa Bermejo Vicedo had decided to step down from her position of a SC member due to professional and personal obligations that do not allow her anymore to devote sufficient time to her SC duties. KN thanked her on behalf of all the SC members for her involvement during several years in the EAHP SC activities and all the SC applauded.
TBV submitted to the SC the application of Anna Valladolid as a new SC member from Spain.
10. 
Review of the application of Branislava Miljkovic as new SC member

KN then mentioned another interested applicant who would like to join the EAHP Scientific Committee. Her name is Branislava Miljkovic and she comes from Serbia. She is professor and head of the Department of pharmacokinetics and clinical pharmacy at the University of Belgrade, Faculty of Pharmacy.
KN asked all the SC members to think about these both applications and asked the EAHP staff to invite them at the May SC meeting in Hamburg. All agreed.

ACTION: The EAHP staff has to invite Anna Valladolid and Branislava Miljkovic at the May SC meeting in Hamburg.
11.
Congress theme 2016

KN proposed “New developments in pharmacotherapy” as the 2016 Congress theme and asked the SC to think about it for the upcoming SC meeting in May.

12. Any other business

a. 12 Poster nominees: abstracts

Taviana informed all the SC members that the poster entitled “Neonatal vancomycin: exploring levels at NHS Tayside, Scotland” could not be presented at the oral session of Thursday, 27 March as the presenter, Antonella Tonna, could not come for health reasons as previously explained. Taviana then distributed a printed version of the Poster Prize Evaluation Form to each poster judge. 
b. Barcelona expense claim forms due by 31 March to patricia.thonus@eahp.eu
Taviana reminded all the SC that the expense claim forms along with at least a copy of the receipts had to be submitted by 31 March to the EAHP bookkeeper, Patricia Thonus, for refunding. This is due to the fact that the closing of the fiscal year is 31st March 2014 resulting in a tight deadline to proceed with the closing.
c.   Application for funding support to the European Commission’s COST programme and review

Helena thanked all the SC for their positive interest in being involved in the prospective COST research network to share information and finding in relation to the medicines shortage problem in Europe. 
Indeed, HJ had identified an opportunity to develop and advance research and knowledge about the medicines shortage situation in Europe by submitting an application for funding support to the European Commission’s COST programme. She explained to all that with the contribution of Richard Price and David Preece from the EAHP staff, they had succeeded to develop in a short time a draft proposition that had then been submitted to all the SC who returned comments, raised some concerns, or suggested improvements. Following the SC feedbacks, HJ stated that the EAHP registered on Friday 7th March on the COST submission portal the abstract of the proposal, the first deadline in the application process. She added that they now had to work towards the full submission deadline on 11 April, where the following items needed to be set out:

· The challenge the COST action will meet (A)

· The added value of the network (B)

· The proposed milestones and deliverables (c) 

· The Action structure and participation methodology (D)
She encouraged the SC members who had not yet joined the network of proposers on the COST submission portal to register in order to boost the number of represented COST countries and organisations within the network which could certainly assist with the submission’s chances of success.
Kees Neef asked the SC if there was any other business to be discussed. Eduardo said that it was an enriching experience to be working on the SC this year and that he congratulated the SC for their willingness to continuously improve the quality of hospital pharmacy services. 
Cees then thanked on behalf of the SC Eduardo and Rosario for their contribution to the scientific programme of the Barcelona congress. No other business was raised. 
Cees thanked everyone, invited all to attend the Sponsor cocktail reception and adjourned the meeting at 19.45.  
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
