Dear All,

Thank you for your time on the call today.

I summarise the agreed action points as:

1) Publication of Phar-QA Delphi Round 1

JA will share a first draft paper examining the results relating to hospital pharmacist views on competencies (including where these differ and are similar to, community and other pharmacy branches).

Colleagues from EAHP will review and contribute to the article’s development, including giving CTF related perspective.

2) Circulation of Phar-QA Delphi Round 2

JA will share the link to the Phar-QA round 2 survey.

EAHP will direct the request for EAHP assistance in dissemination of the survey through its standing survey working group.

EAHP suggest from experience the value of shorter start and finish times in terms of the length of time that the survey is open for.

3) Publication of Pharmine Work Package 4 (2011)

RF will add publication of Pharmine WP4 to the remit of EAHP Common Training Framework Working Group 2 (Evidence Gathering), and the agenda at its November 2015 meeting.

Paper will likely come to the topic from the broader perspective of CTF formation.

Intended first draft to be available in January 2016.
