Dear EAHP members' Presidents and Delegates,
 
I hope you are all well and safe and that you have been enjoying summer despite the pandemic.
 
As you are aware, the EAHP annual General Assembly is planned for October 2-3. To hold an annual GA is our obligation per our Statutes and Belgian legislation. Given the legal deadlines for submitting our financials and minutes from the GA to Belgian authorities, there is no option to postpone it anymore.
Since the situation with COVID-19 does not seem to get better quickly and the travel restrictions are not loosening (quite the opposite, in fact), the several EAHP members delegations have already had to cancel this year's participation. 
Since your safety and possibility to attend is our priority, we are currently investigating our options, whether we would be able to change the format of the GA to a virtual meeting. Since the GA is a very formal and legal act, we need to be sure that the authorities will accept the minutes and proceedings of the potential virtual meeting. Therefore, we are now consulting with EAHP attorney, whether and under which conditions would such a change be possible.
The EAHP Board of Directors will hold a TC with EAHP attorney next week, and we will inform you soon after that.
