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This Memorandum of Understanding establishes a formal collaboration between the European Association of Hospital Pharmacists (EAHP) and the European Society of Clinical Pharmacy (ESCP).

PURPOSE AND SCOPE
EAHP and ESCP have agreed to work together to foster the development of pharmacy profession in Europe through collaborating on projects that will advance patient care and by sharing knowledge and ideas. 

BACKGROUND
[bookmark: main]The European Association of Hospital Pharmacists (EAHP) is the only association of national organisations representing hospital pharmacists at European and international levels. EAHP represents and develops the hospital pharmacy profession within Europe in order to ensure the continuous improvement of care and outcomes for patients in the hospital setting. This is achieved through science, research, education, practice, as well as sharing best-practice and responsibility with other healthcare professionals.

The European Society of Clinical Pharmacy (ESCP):

The European Society of Clinical Pharmacy (ESCP) is an international leader in advancing quality and innovation in clinical pharmacy education, practice and research. It promotes the value and impact of clinical pharmacy services among health care professionals (including hospital pharmacists, clinical pharmacists and community pharmacists), scientific societies, within academics, health authorities and the public and raises awareness of clinical pharmacy practice and its activities across Europe and internationally (e.g. through publications). 

For the ESCP, the term "clinical" does not necessarily imply an activity implemented in a hospital setting. It describes that the type of activity is related to the health of the patient(s). This implies that community pharmacists and hospital pharmacists both can perform clinical pharmacy activities depending of the location of pharmaceutical care and the type of pharmacotherapy.
[bookmark: _Toc338439967]Basis of this Memorandum of Undestanding
This Memorandum of Understanding:
is not intended to create a legally binding contract;
is not intended to set out an exhaustive list of matters to be acted upon or incorporated into any subsequent legally binding contract to be prepared between EAHP and ESCP;
is not intended to override or affect any existing legal agreements with which EAHP and ESCP are already involved.
[bookmark: _Ref328508745]Both EAHP and ESCP agree to use reasonable endeavours to carry out their obligations under this Memorandum of Understanding.
Objectives and AREAS of COOPERATION

In order to foster the development of the pharmaceutical practice, EAHP and ESCP will set up channels of communication to discuss and take forward any opportunities in the areas of cooperation identified below. This also includes the creation of a working group that is comprised in equal parts of representatives from both organisations. 

EAHP and ESCP agree to cooperate in the following areas of activity:
i. expansion of the future roles of clinical and hospital pharmacists;
ii. promotion of the value and impact of pharmaceutical services among other healthcare professionals; and,
implementation of the European Statements of Hospital Pharmacy, especially with respect to Section 4: Clinical Pharmacy Services. Recognizing that in clinical pharmacy services hospital pharmacists, community pharmacists and/or clinical pharmacists only together can develop, implement and maintain pharmaceutical care interventions along the patient journey

EAHP commits 
i. to pursue the objectives of this Memorandum of Understanding.
i. to initiate discussion with ESCP if opportunities for work in the areas of interest become available.

Both EAHP and ESCP will pay their own costs in relation to performing their obligations under this Memorandum of Understanding.

Both EAHP and ESCP may terminate this Memorandum of Understanding on giving notice to the other party in writing.
