Subject: Common Position on supply shortages

Dear all,

After discussing with Isabelle Moulon, and as our draft common position addresses topics that go beyond the EMA scope of activities, recommending actions that would require advocacy at the European level to change policies, we propose to change the status of the document.
Instead of a formal PCWP/HCPWP common position, we propose to make it a Patients', consumers' and healthcare professionals' organisations common position, to invite other organisations to endorse it and to co-sign it.
However we would not ask the EMA to co-sign it as the EMA cannot officially adhere to recommendations that require legal changes in domains where the EMA has no ability to propose legal changes, as we will probably use this document to "lobby" EU institutions. 
The common position will be part of the documents presented at the EMA workshop, and it will be listed in the report. 

When the EMA will propose actions in the domains where the EMA is competent (inspections, manufacturing issues, recommendations to healthcare professionals, information to national agencies and the public..) then we can adopt a PCWP/HCPWP common position on these proposals, but we're not there yet.

This doesn't change anything to the content of the draft common position, only to its status. 
The title will remain unchanged:
"Draft common position between patients’, consumers, and healthcare professionals’ organisations involved in the activities of the European Medicines Agency on Supply Shortages of Medicines"
But we won't call it:
"PCWP/HCPWP common position on Supply Shortages of Medicines"

Doing so, we can collect signatures from all organisations represented in the PCWP and HCPWP, and also other eligible organisations.
