	Background:
	Dopamine dysregulation syndrome (DDS) is described as a compulsive pattern of dopaminergic misuse above doses adequate to control motor symptoms, resulting in severe dyskinesias and other adverse effects. It has been reported in both Parkinson’s disease and restless legs syndrome. DDS is described in the literature as an adverse effect of several dopamine agonists, but may be particularly associated with the use of high-potency, shorter acting dopaminergic medication such as levodopa and apomorphine.
Currently DDS is mentioned in several SmPCs and package leaflets of dopaminergic medicines, but the text differs between products. 
The PRAC considers that it would be useful to obtain additional information on the possible need to raise the awareness of DDS amongst patients and healthcare professionals.
