1. Welcome and apologies
KN welcomed all to Vienna and extended apologies on behalf of Francesca Venturini and Raisa Laaksonen.

2. Review and approval of minutes & action items (January 2016)
All reviewed the minutes and the following actions were determined to be outstanding.  The SC approved the minutes.

Action item: GPI committee to review keywords in new GPI database.

Action item: HJ to schedule a teleconference with UG and Bart Van Den Bemt regarding review of seminar, however, Bart had not responded and Kees agreed to contact him.

Action item:  JDG to contact BEAM Summit management facilitators regarding 2nd ACA Seminar.
Action item:  Richard Price to update EAHP Wikipedia page after congress.
3. 2017 Synergy Satellites: review & approval of abstracts
KN explained that the 2017 abstracts for the Synergy programme would urgently need to be reviewed so that they could be printed in time for distribution to sponsors  The SC then reviewed the existing abstracts and all were approved for distribution.

4.    2016 Vienna congress
KN explained that the abstracts pdfs displayed on the web page were to serve as a reference when judging the posters.

KN reminded all of the complaint received regarding repeat abstract submissions for Vienna which were published in the EJHP.  The SC agreed that a solution should be found to prevent future duplications and while JDG reported that it would not be possible for the congress software to identify duplicated, a solution would be to include a tick box with text as follows:  “Has this abstract been published before?”
Action item:  JDG to add tick box to abstract submission process.
5.    2017 Cannes congress

Theme: " Hospital pharmacists - Catalysts for change”
All reviewed the various aspects below related to the Cannes congress.

     a.  abstracts and TG&LOs with links to the European Statements on Hospital Pharmacy review
     b.  Master programme review
     c.  update on speakers and possible EC speaker 
TDR explained that Tosetti would be interested in presenting but has requested to know whether the sessions will take place on Wednesday and Thursday or Wednesday and Friday.

Action item:  TDR to contact Tosetti and ask which days would be possible for him to present.
     d.  Needs assessment survey based on statements
The SC members reviewed the results of the needs assessment survey that was completed during the past year.  Discussion took place regarding the purpose of the assessment and whether enough feedback was obtained to base future sessions on.  EVS explained that per ACPE guidelines, the SC should consider the responses and address areas in which programming should be directed.  Looking at the sessions planned for Cannes, it appeared that many had been addressed.
6.  Updates on the Academy Seminars 2016 - Bucharest, Romania
a. Medication Review – HJ
HJ reported that the programme is still in a draft version and a teleconference has not yet been scheduled with the faculty as she is waiting on confirmation from Bart Van Den Bemt.

JDG confirmed that registration to the seminars would open in April and that delegate names had already been received for both seminars.

7.  Congress theme 2018
a. Theme ideas

The SC preferred the theme “Hospital Pharmacists – show us what you can do”.

b. Mind map

8. Any other business
a. Vienna expense claim forms to absolutely return before 31 March to patricia.thonus@eahp.eu (all were reminded of the deadline)

b. Publication of same abstract in the EJHP in two different years (reviewed earlier in the meeting)
c. Update on the European Commission’s COST programme and review
HJ reported that the 1st Management Committee meeting would be held on 14 April in Brussels after which she would report back to the SC during the May meeting.
d. ACPE report received
EVS that the report received from the ACPE (related to ACA Seminar) and EAHP had improved in many areas with the exception of the educational needs assessment and the impact of the sessions on the EAHP SC mission and goals.  An interim report would be due by 1 October 2016.

Action item:  Responses to the report to be decided during the May SC meeting.
e. Succession planning for SC Chairman

KN explained that should he be re-elected by the General Assembly in June, it would be his last term as both board member and SC Chair.  He added that in the past, it was the current Chairman who would recommend his successor to the board and GA as the SC Chairman must be a member of the board.  He asked that any SC members interested in succeeding him as Chair should contact him during the course of the congress.
