· Query on in-use shelf-life of medicines -  EMA to send response; EAHP to provide additional examples regarding inconsistencies in the in-use stability data for parenteral oncology medicines
· EMA public consultation on key principles for the electronic product information of EU medicines - EAHP is invited to submit comments via the online form until 31 July 2019
· EMA public consultation on Regulatory Science to 2025– EAHP is invited to submit comments via the online questionnaire by 30 June 2019
