It was a pleasure to talk to you earlier, thanks so much for your time and availability to discuss about the EAHP and hear what we are doing at FEAM and the Forum. As promised, here below some information about Forum previous, current and planned activities. This list shows the type of work we do, which includes to explore policy priorities, convene experts to discuss and engage in broader dialogue, and produce reports that put together scientific consensus about topics of interest for the biomedical area:

Additional topics for the coming year 2021 were discussed at the latest Forum internal meeting on the 12 October 2020. The Forum action plan is under final preparation. Briefly, the Forum provides to their members:     
1. A platform to discuss with other stakeholders and European authorities about EU policy priorities focused on biomedical research, human and animal medicine     
1. Forum members are invited to speak or suggest speakers for Forum events. Members are also invited to suggest topics to be developed by the platform (normally 3/4 events are organized per year + 2 internal meetings)     
1. Easier access to European Academies of Medical Science (22 Academies are part of the FEAM network so far)     
1. Easier connection to the European Commission via SAPEA – Science Advice for Policy by European Academies – of which FEAM is part of     
1. Easier access to academies of Medical Science and academies of Sciences and Humanities worldwide via EASAC and ALLEA     
1. The opportunity for engagement with European authorities, stakeholder groups and at national level in Europe     
1. The opportunity for collaborative activities with FEAM and the other members of the network     
1. Regular updates on the EU policy activities     
1. Regular updates on the activities that the other Forum stakeholder members are supporting
