First off all thanks a lot, Richard, for all your efforts and help!
Second, I’ll be glad if Anthony has possibility to apply for this position as I wrote before because I have no time to attend all meetings.
Third, concerning other candidates: I would say that it would be more professional if the EAHP board would announce some internal criteria for positions like this (when there is such a call), e.g., in this case experience in the PAEDIATRIC pharmacy, scientific degree and experience (as a pharmacist will have to work with the research evaluations and other documents), experience with the EMA or similar organizations, etc. and then would announce a call via the EAHP website. The board could evaluate these internal applications and then choose, e.g., one or two persons that would be supported (depending on the call criteria). Otherwise, how it is possible to say that somebody is “the best choice” or not? (e.g., my experience in the field of paediatric pharmacy is almost twenty years and I was the EMA external expert in 2010.)
And fourth, I do not think that it is a very good ethical style if the board member promotes his or her country pharmacists because it is the European-wide organization and not all countries are represented in the board.

I managed to speak to the EMA today to understood how other stakeholder organisations get over the barriers to PDCO and other Committee participation given the time and remuneration barriers apparently presented.
 
I was advised that:
1. Ref remuneration - In cases were the individual is losing income from Committee attendance there is apparently a facility to apply for double daily allowance (I.e. 210 euros per day)
2. Ref time - Informally, the main representative and alternate representative can make arrangements to rotate attendance to manage the commitments  (along the lines you suggested in your email below)
I don’t know if that update changes anything for either you or Anthony?

I think the role is still wide open for applications if you remain interested.
 
I was liaising with Anthony on some of the implications of the role that I thought it could be helpful to share.
 
To be aware that the Committee meets 3 days a month.
 
"Appointees will be expected to attend the Paediatric Committee which meets three consecutive days each month at the EMA in London, UK"
 
And according to the call:
 
"Travel, accommodation and subsistence costs for members of the Paediatric Committee will be met by the EMA according to its reimbursement rules for committee members”
 
This consists of 105 euros per day for meals and local transport, with hotel and travel to London fully covered.
