Subject: Call for support and meeting request: It’s in us all to save a life

Dear Ms Kohl, 
The 2020 International Plasma Awareness Week highlighting the importance of plasma and plasma donations. 
 
Plasma is the largest part of human’s blood, and represents 55% of its overall content. When separated from the rest of the blood, plasma is the straw-coloured liquid which carries water, salts and enzymes.
 
We wanted to reach out to you on behalf of the Plasma Protein Therapeutics Association (PPTA) to inform you that we have just launched a call for support (in attachment) for more plasma donations across Europe but also to call on policymakers to build the adequate policy frameworks at both EU and national levels to achieve this objective. This initiative is organised with the support of the Plasma Protein Therapeutics Association.
 
Without the relevant treatment, patients diagnosed with plasma protein-related disorders would either be unable to survive or would have a substantially diminished quality of life and productivity. Human plasma is therefore essential as it is the unique and indispensable starting material for the manufacturing of such treatments. Every year, more plasma donations are required to meet patients need. This is even more critical this year as donations have suffered from an important decline due to the COVID-19 pandemic.
 
In the European Union, 39% of plasma is collected by public and NGO blood-collection services, while 24% is collected by the private sector. For the remaining need of 37%, Europe is reliant on imported plasma collected in the United States. We believe this system can and should be improved.
 
We are confident your support and endorsement would be a great contribution to this cause, and we would very much welcome the opportunity of discussing this further with you.
