Unfortunate news this morning in respect to EAHP and the Commission’s eHealth stakeholder group.
 
I spoke with DG Connect Policy Officer Elen Ohov this morning to try to understand what had happened with our application for membership of the new group.
 
She informed me that they received applications from 60 organisations to an available 30 places in the group. Therefore a selection was made. Successful applicant organisations were informed last week. Unsuccessful applicants will be informed in the coming week. As we’ve not received positive notification we must assume our application was not successful.
 
I asked if any pharmacist organisations are represented in the group, and was told PGEU have been selected.
 
Maybe they’re trying to balance their decision making on membership of the eHealth and mHealth groups? 
 
Anyway, perhaps this another item to take forward to the proposed EAHP-PGEU meeting in Brussels (See note of Congress meeting with PGEU). I.e. How we coordinate pharmacist representation in the mHealth group (EAHP) and eHealth group (PGEU).
