IHE Pharmacy
LT gave an update on the IHE Pharmacy initiative, which has been ongoing since 2007 and continues to hold monthly teleconferences and periodic face-to-face meetings to develop white papers and other documents to assist ehealth developments in the pharmacy sector. The next face to face meeting will take place in Porto in February 2016 to further finalise “White Paper”  document on the supply chain, which has the intention of assisting in “the standardisation of data exchange and capture across the supply chain of healthcare products”.

European Commission’s eHealth stakeholder network

JS and LT continue to represent EAHP within this group, which is now being aligned not to produce original materials or documents anymore, but rather to review Commission initiatives. With this change, the nature of the group is now more political in nature rather than technical. A question arises therefore as to whether representation from EAHP should be amended accordingly.
ACTION FOR EAHP: To consider the nature of EAHP’s representation in the European Commission’s eHealth stakeholder network going forward in view of the change of character in the network.
