Since his primary focus was the Dutch situation I referred him to the NVZA. I did provide him with general background of FMD, EMVO and NMVO. Explained my position of EAHP board member and Dutch representative in NMVO formation. Questions about the impact on hospital pharmacy I answered in general terms saying the impact is greater than the EC impact analysis implies (and referred to the NVZA) for details in NL).
