A positive attitude with a few local concerns (NVZA did not sign the MoU at this point of time).

[bookmark: _GoBack]There were  Dutch representatives with quite good Europe-wide views (a representative of paralel importers was one of them). Learnt about their influencing of the EMVO and costs. Main point: they actually had used their membership of EMVO to change the process. In his words parallel trade would have been killed if they hadn't intervened.

Most importantly, they told me the NMVO formation process in France and Spain is not going well at all. In France the innovative industry has claimed the whole process and is allowing no other parties to participate. I did not get the exact Spanish problem, but it seemed to be dependend on participation too.
I suggest we specifically write to the French and Spanish colleagues and find out the specifics ASAP.
