Apologies
1.    Welcome and apologies 
KN welcomed all to the Palais des Congres et Festivals – Cannes.
2.    Review and approval of minutes & action items (January 2017)

The SC members reviewed the pending items and unanimously approved the minutes from the January SC meeting. 
Pending items: 

· Action item: JDG to finish the SOP on the procedure to add a new member to the Scientific Committee.
· Action item: Once the SOP is ready and approved, EAHP will open the vacancy to the public. 
· Action item: HJ, AR, AS to write the “activity objectives” from Vienna, and link them to the mission and goals (http://www.eahp.eu/about-us/who-we-are). 
· Action item: All SC members to send the abstracts, statements for Gothenburg by May SC meeting.
· Action item: International posters - As not every member country has poster winners, the events team should find out which national associations have poster prizes and how often they choose a winner. This way the events team will know how to deal with these international posters each year. Deadline: GA
· Action item: LJK and UG to create a new table of categories for abstracts connected to the sections of the European Statements of Hospital Pharmacy. Deadline: one week before May meeting. 
· Action item: Events Team to include in the website that all authors should check the table of categories before submitting.  
· Action item: Events team to create statistics for this year’s abstracts, by topic, country, authors, reviewers, rate of approval, rejection – deadline May meeting. 
· Action item: IVG and HEA to send a reminder to the GPI coordinators in May to review the new GPIs submitted.
· Action item: JDG to make SOP for ACASEM, including: schedule to prepare programme and organize the seminar, procedure (SC members present themselves as volunteers, leader, conference calls to organize the programme, etc.)
3.    2018 Synergy Satellites: review & approval of abstracts
KN explained that the 2018 abstracts for the synergy programme would urgently need to be reviewed so that they could be printed in time for distribution to sponsors. The SC then reviewed the existing abstracts and all were approved for distribution. 
a. New biosimilar topic and abstract – Antonio
Reviewed and approved. 
b. Synergy grant – Pfizer
The SC reviewed the document to apply for a grant from Pfizer and they all agreed that EAHP will apply for the second grant with the synergy abstract “Biosimilars in cancer care – the next challenge”. 
4.    2017 Cannes congress

5.  2018 Gothenburg congress - Theme: " Hospital pharmacists - show us what you can do!”

It will be a film that it can be later used as a tool for hospital pharmacists to market themselves.

- SPD1: LJK will suggest another speaker. AG confirmed as speaker and facilitator.

- PC1: HJ will contact speakers. FV suggested to change the title, HJ would have to change the abstract accordingly. To be discussed during May meeting.

- PC3: THT emphasized the importance of this topic. Speakers: Florence confirmed. Anna probably will be a speaker.
