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Seminars

Seminars are not intended to be entirely didactic sessions. The aim is to provide an introduction to a topic and, through audience participation, obtain a better understanding of some elements of hospital pharmacy practice in Europe.

Seminars are scheduled to run twice. Each seminar or workshop usually consists of two speakers presenting various issues or views concerning the given topic. A facilitator will be allocated to each seminar and will be responsible for speaker introductions and audience engagement.
Approximately 300 people will attend each seminar and 50 will attend each workshop. EAHP encourages interaction with the audience to include active learning.   Participants should leave the sessions with 3 take home messages and should be asked 2 – 3 questions before each presentation and after each presentation for learning assessment purposes. The duration of a seminar is 90 minutes including 15 minutes for questions and answers. Each presentation should last 25 minutes plus 5 minutes for questions and answers. 
The Role of the Facilitator

1) The Scientific Committee will allocate a facilitator to each seminar/workshop for the entire Congress. The facilitator ensures that seminars run smoothly and that the delegates are given adequate opportunity to participate in the session. The responsibilities of the facilitator are as follows:

2) To introduce themselves to the seminar/workshop leaders, preferably during the speakers’ briefing, and to ensure that speakers have submitted their power point presentation for the seminar.

3) To introduce the seminar leaders to the audience.

4) To explain the need of the voting cards for the active learning part and to remind the audience to keep them until the end of the congress as they will be used during all the scientific sessions.

5) To ensure that the participants use the red/green voting cards to hold up for responses to the control questions that speakers will ask the audience before and after their presentations. The questions will be self-assessed by delegates within 30 seconds for each question, after which the correct answer will be disclosed by the presenter. The correct answers to the questions must be given at the end of the presentation.

6) To count the Yes or No answers given by the audience with the red/green cards.
7) As English is not the native language of the majority of the speakers and delegates, the facilitator may be required to assist understanding by occasionally repeating or rephrasing questions or answers.

8) To thank the seminar leaders and audience for attending at the end of the seminar.

9) To write a short report of the seminar for submission to the Scientific Committee including the level of the presentations given, the attendance and the participation of the audience.
10) To remind participants at the beginning and at the end of the seminar to complete the evaluation forms at the Cyber Café in order to get their Certificate of Attendance and ACPE certificate. 
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
