Update on EMVO activities

Brexit – Northern Ireland discussion
· Northern Ireland will remain part of the FMD
· EMVO, COM and the UK NMVO are in discussion on how to implement this requirement 
· Difficulties include access to existing data from UK NMVO and the fact that the Northern Irish market depends on the UK which will become a third country as of January 2021


Alert Handling

Work of the Alert Handling Working Group
· Work started in January
· A draft user requirement specification document was adopted; Q&A sessions were held by EMVO over the summer and EAHP had an exchange with its members on the topic
· Concerns about the lack of NCA engagement and the need to create a simple solution that does not require extra work for HPs were constantly raised
· All information is available on SharePoint (see HERE)

Discussion of EMVO Board on the mandate of the Alert Handling Working Group
· The full members of EMVO decided to update the mandate to allow the WG to work on a hybrid solution
· EAHP shared concerns about interoperability 


Aggregation

Aggregation discussion
· The discussion will be picked up again once the results from the aggregation surveys are in

Aggregation surveys
· EAHP/PGEU/HOPE started to collect data from their members via the aggregation survey; EAHP is using SurveyMonkey (see HERE)
· Data collection will end at the end of September
· Next steps  Before sharing the results with the wider EMVO Group EAHP will need to internally reflect and to discuss with HOPE/PGEU


FMD exchanges with members

Exchange with members in July
· A call was organised with members in mid-July to talk about the alert handling tool of EMVO
· Those attending supported a central tool provided that it does not require additional work for HPs
· Aggregation was also brought up under AOB by Switzerland. Ireland and Germany shared their experiences. 

Call with members in October 
· A call will be organised with members on 12 October (alternative call-in date 15 October for countries that cannot join on the 12th)
· The call will focus on aggregation and discuss the results from the aggregation survey
