	Outcome of the meeting:
	The existing EU Action Plan on AMR 2011-16 is coming to the end and DG Sanco is collecting the proposals and comments on its value and future need and form of its continuation in AMR. 

The results of the survey conducted at the end of 2015 and in January 2016 were presented and conclusions and recommendations were discussed during the plenary discussions and workshop.
Stakeholders represented at the meeting: european associations/ federations of: animal health (IFAH,veterinaries, poultry, animal health, farmers), human health (nurses, family doctors, dentists, hospital pharmacists, microbiologists, ESQH, Eurocam), traders (meat trading union, Erocommerce), industry (EFPIA, EGA, GSK, Antabio, Sandoz/Novartis, generic veterinary products), consumers (BEUC) and patients organisations (IAPO, EPHA), students ( medicine and pharmacy). 
The results of the survey showed among others that Action plan had a proper, holistic approach and relevant issues were tackled, the monitoring and surveillance were successful, public awareness was covered by EAAD and also WAAW in 2015, but there are issues that should be discussed/ approached like: environment, incentives for R&D of veterinary AB, funding for new AB, defining the roles of different professions in human health, access to AB in third countries and the EU role and contribution in building a global monitoring and surveillance system.
I pointed out the issues of disparities within European countries (in view of access to drugs /AB and in view of role of hospital/clinical pharmacists in monitoring and surveillance) and the need of implementation of antibiotic stewardship in European hospitals, including the future campaigns on raising awareness in hospital sector organised by ECDC.



	Impact for EAHP (if any):
	The representatives and discussions from industry and people from R&D as well as from “animal health” part are “loud and heard” and EAHP should continue to participate in this discussions representing hospital pharmacy views (views from the practice) to support the “human health” part of the issue.
