This will have an enormous impact on current practice across the UK, and to that end, a short life workin group has been set up to look at what prescribing looks like now, in all sectors of Pharmacy across the UK, and also what it might look like in the future.  This group will meet for the first time in Jan 2024.  



	Department of Health for Northern Ireland, Valuing medicines, a case for change


	In the summer of 2023, the Chief Pharmaceutical Officer for NI asked me to write a paper outlining the case for change for the sustainable use of medication in NI.  The cost of providing the services that the DoH delivers is increasing, including those associated with prescribing in primary and secondary care with medicines costs now exceeding  £800 million per year. The expenditure on medicines represents approximately 14% of the total Health and Social Care (HSC) budget.  Historically, NI has had the highest prescription ingredient cost per head in the UK and the second highest number of prescription items per head.  Due to this, the DoH is examining the case for change for sustainable medicines in NI; including a demographic case, an economic case, access to medicines case, a medicines safety and optimisation case, a legal case as well as an environmental and climate case.  A steering group was set up in Nov 2023 and this work is ongoing.





	Prescribing Safety Assessment (PSA) Review by British Pharmacological Society (BPS) & The Medical Schools Council (MSC) (member)


	In January 2023, the BPS and MSC asked for applications to join a round table discussion on the future of the Prescribing Safety Assessment (PSA) – a prescribing assessment undertaken by all medical students prior to joining the workforce in the NHS.  This group will be chaired by Professor Jane Dacre, and members reflect representatives from across the Medical workforce as well as Medical educators.  The group were selected and participated in a round table in February 2023 to discuss the future of the assessment.  The findings of the group will feed in to work on a National examination for all Medical students in the UK, similar to the Pharmacy Common Registration Examination. 	National Cancer Control Program (NCCP), Republic of Ireland, Pharmacist Prescribing Steering Group (member)


	In January 2023, the NCCP requested that I join their newly established steering group to advise on the introduction of pharmacist prescribing for pharmacists in the Republic of Ireland (ROI).  Pharmacists working in specialist areas such as Oncology in ROI work against evidence based procedures and advise on therapeutic management of complex patients, this work is being used to support a case for pharmacist prescribing more broadly the Health Service in RO.  A workshop was held in Nov 2023 after the ROI health minister announced intentions to grant pharmacists in Ireland prescribing rights. This work in ongoing.

	In Autumn 2022, the RPS lead for Pharmacogenomics approached a number of stakeholders across the UK to consider the future role of pharmacists (in all settings) in relation to pharmacogenomics.  This stakeholder group included pharmacists from GP practice, academia, hospital and also leads for pharmacogenomics across the UK.  A statement was published in April 2023.
